Our federal government funds many anti-poverty and anti-hunger programs that help people stay out of poverty and
thrive. Among the most important are:
1 SNAP (the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program), formerly known as food stamps, that provides
financial assistance to families to purchase nutritious food.
1 WIC (the Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants and Children) that provides nutritious
food and nutrition education to low-income women and young children.
1 PFDA (Poverty-Focused Development Assistance) that provides improved nutrition, access to safe water and
sanitation, better farming techniques, and accessto educatonand medi ci ne to t he wor
1 EITC (the Earned Income Tax Credit) and the refundable portion of the CTC (the Child Tax Credit) that move
more people out of poverty in the United States than any other program, aside from Social Security.

The President and many in Congress are pushing to dismantle or cut funding for these safety-net programs.
International poverty-focused development assistance is less than one half of one percent of our federal budget and
domestic nutrition programs comprise less than 3 three percent so cutting these programs would not significantly
reduce our debt. It would, however, make it highly unlikely to end hunger by 2030, a goal to which the US and other
nations around the world committed.

Some progress in reducing hunger and poverty in our country and around the world has been made but the work
remains unfinished. On Sunday, June 18th you will have
