At the March 11 midweek Lenten service,
the Holden Evening Prayer, | was touched

by the hymn “O Blessed Spring” (ELW
/ Fr?m 447).

It came at an appropriate time, as the
asbor temperatures outside the sanctuary on
that day had reached 80 degrees; a bit
unseasonal for early March, but still a
reminder of the arrival of spring in the not-so-distant future, nonetheless.

The hymn touched me first because of the beautiful and almost a bit
haunting melody that winds until it finally reaches the end in a long note.
But it wasn’t just the music. As each verse unfolded, | was fascinated by the
text. | read a little bit about the hymn by the author of the text, Susan Palo
Cherwien, who describes the hymn not as a progression with a theological
point at the end but rather with each verse similar to a bud that grows on a
tree or flower, each holding its own mystery and beauty.

That is probably why the hymn spoke to me at that moment. Sitting in the
sanctuary during the darker Lenten season we behold the mystery of
Christ. During the Midweek Lenten services we only light one single candle,
similar to the last one that shines on Good Friday when there is a brief
darkness as we commemorate Christ’s death. The light returns and fills the
entire sanctuary.

“O Blessed Spring” incidentally also begins with a pause, or “break” as we
call it in music. We hear the downbeat played by the piano or organ, but we
are forced to be silent and take a breath before beginning to sing.

While “O Blessed Spring” is not designated as an Easter hymn, it so
perfectly illustrates what is happening when we are fed by the power of the
Resurrection throughout our lives. Through our faith and the waters of
baptism we are joined to Christ who is our vine and tree of life. While the
one tree back in Eden led to our death and separation from God, the tree
that Jesus died on now becomes our eternal tree of life.

As we go together into another Easter season and admire the beauty of
spring all around us, we remember that this light came from the darkness,
from the grain that died in the soil and sprung up again to bring life a
thousandfold. The great mystery of our faith shapes us like the first
disciples of Jesus as it invites us to ponder and have faith even when the
world around us is shaken mightily.

Jesus will prevail. Jesus will continue to lead us throughout the course of
our lives. “Jesus still lead on, till our rest be won; and, although the way be
cheerless, we will follow calm and fearless; guide us by your hand to the
promised land.” (“Jesus, Still Lead On” ELW 624)

Depending on when you will have a chance to read this article, Holy Week
may already be history, and even Easter Sunday might be behind us. But,
of course, | would like to mention that another rendition of the Living Last

Supper will take place on Maundy Thursday, April 2.

Christ gives us a new commandment to love each other as God has loved
us. Yet during the Last Supper we hear the words: “One of you is going to
betray me.”

“How is that possible?” each disciple asks in turn.

One of the reflections we do during Living Last Supper preparation is
centered on that question. We come before Christ and ask ourselves
honestly where we have betrayed him.

That part of Judas is in all of us. We are all capable of betraying and
forgetting the love that Christ has shown us and commanded us to live out.
Therefore, we find ourselves on Good Friday facing the cross of Christ and
know that we have contributed to his death on the tree.

But then the sacred Easter spring awakes that moves the tree that was
marked by death to become an instrument for new life and a hope that is
stronger than anything.

Come and drink from that river of life!l Come and believe that you can learn
to love again and be made whole again.

What if every blooming bud we come across became a prayer of
thanksgiving? Wouldn’t our hearts be filled with gratitude to last through a
lifetime?

“Christ, holy Vine, Christ, living Tree, be praised for this blest mystery: that
word and water thus revive and join us to your Tree of Life.” (Verse 4 of “O
Blessed Spring” by Susan Palo Cherwien)

FROM THE Greetings! Grace to you and peace from God our Father
‘ and the Lord Jesus Christ.

| If you are reading this prior to Easter morning, STOP!!!

7, 1. Please return to this article no earlier than Easter
Sunday, April 5 -- the Sunday of the Resurrection -- after
we have corporately experienced the betrayal, passion,

- - death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.
Vicar
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Everybody back? OK, | can now safely assume that we are together in
experiencing the season of Easter. Please note that | say the season of
Easter because the Church has set aside the next fifty days to intentionally
celebrate the single event that defines our Faith. The question that most
naturally follows from this emphasis on the fifty-day season of Easter is
"How do we best celebrate the Resurrection of Our Lord for fifty days
rather than just on Easter Sunday?”

Once we return to the routine of our daily lives, the message of the Paschal
mystery is often, to some degree, set aside except when we gather for
Sunday worship. However, once we have been given this gift of Holy Hope
through Jesus’ resurrection, we have an obligation — a commandment from
Jesus, in fact -- to share this gift with others.

We often characterize this sharing as evangelism, but we should not
compartmentalize this activity with a name that many find grating. Instead,
we might better think of this sharing as a mission to live out our faith
through our everyday activities both as an example for others and as an
entry point for discussion.

In the Great Commission from the Gospel of Matthew (Matthew 28:19-20)
Jesus describes our mission with complete clarity in these words:

Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to
observe all that | have commanded you.

When we think about “making disciples,” our first thoughts might be of
some caricature of someone standing on a streetcorner with a bullhorn
handing out printed material or of being cornered by enthusiastic believers
desperate to share their conversion experiences. | am not trying to
denigrate those who do such things; their conviction is unshakable, and
their intent is undoubtedly pure. | am merely stating that other methods



exist and might better match how God has called each of us to make
disciples.

Sharing the depth and breadth of our relationship with Christ is inherently
part of sharing the Gospel and it is often the most compelling aspect of
building and supporting discipleship in others. This is part of the reason |
tend to avoid the use of the word evangelism when “building discipleship”
better captures the goal of what we are doing.

Inspiring others to turn their hearts toward Jesus sometimes requires only a
subtle link between the way we live and the faith we have.

But how are we to strengthen and prepare ourselves for carrying out this
mission?

Two specific things strengthen and prepare us: the Sacraments and prayer.

In corporate worship we unite ourselves with others to acknowledge the
holiness of God, to hear God’s Word, to offer prayer, and to celebrate the
Sacraments. It is in this corporate setting of our Sunday worship that our
relationship with God is expressed in the most visible way: by participating
in Holy Eucharist as we receive the Body and Blood of Christ.

Beyond this outward and visible sign of inward and spiritual grace we also
participate in a variety of types of prayer. It is this aspect of our relationship
with God that we most easily carry with us outside the walls of St. Paul’s
Lutheran Church to share with others. Prayer opens our hearts to God and
slowly changes us into instruments of God’s mission to make disciples -- a
growing light that no bushel can hide.

To better refine our efforts, it is helpful to examine what prayer actually is.

A definition of prayer and a succinct summary of the various types of prayer
can be found in the Catechism of the Book of Common Prayer of the
Episcopal Church beginning on page 856 (I am certain that some Lutheran
resource conveys the same message, but please forgive my lack of
familiarity).

The Episcopal definition states that prayer is an interaction with God, with
or without words, in which we respond to

God in thoughts, words, or deeds because of the indwelling of the Holy
Spirit. In an attempt to be more specific, we can break down the seven
general types of prayer in this way:

(1) Adoration: lifting up of the heart and mind to God, asking nothing but to
enjoy God’s presence.



(2) Praise: expressing of our admiration for God not to obtain anything, but
because God’s being draws praise from us.

(3) Thanksgiving: expressing our gratitude for our life, for our redemption,
and for whatever draws us closer to God.

(4) Penitence: confessing our sins, and making restitution where possible,
with the intention to amend our lives.

(5) Oblation: offering ourselves, our lives, and our labors - in union with
Christ - for the purposes of God.

(6) Intercession: bringing the needs of others before God - that God’s will
may be done.

(7) Petition: bringing our own needs before God - that God’s will may be
done.

Conveniently, the number of prayer types coincides with the number of
days of the week and | invite you to choose one type of prayer each day of
the week as the focus for the day.

Continuing this pattern of prayer for the entire seven weeks of the Easter
season will build a closer relationship with God as well as allow for ample
time to pray for the needs of others.

Following this pattern over the course of time makes it less of a personal
piety and more integrated to our very being. Please join me in this Easter
discipline as an expression of joy that must be shared as we follow Christ’s
command to make disciples.

THE CHANCEL CHOIR TO SING VIVALDI ON MAY 17

On Sunday morning, May 17, the Chancel Choir of St. Paul’s will
present Antonio Vivaldi’'s Gloria as a musical offering for the 8:00
AM and 10:30 AM worship services. This is a beautiful, multi-
movement work that celebrates the different elements of the
liturgical order of worship (the Mass).

Antonio Lucio Vivaldi was born in Venice on March 4, 1678, and
died in Vienna on July 28, 1741. He was the son of one of the
leading violinists at St. Mark’s Cathedral in Venice. From

an early age he was educated for both music and the priesthood.

In 1703, he was appointed to be music director at the Ospedale
della Pieta, a conservatory for orphaned and homeless girls. The
school had a reputation for the high quality of its music
instruction. That same year, Vivaldi was also ordained a priest but,
due to ill health, was excused from active service a year later.
Vivaldi still carried the nickname “Red Priest” (il prete rosso),
because of the color of his hair, which was a family trait.

The exact date of when Vivaldi’s Gloria was composed is
unknown, but it was certainly completed during his second period
of working at the orphanage between 1713 and 1719. This is
backed up by all the solo parts being written for sopranos and
contraltos. It would have originally been performed in a liturgical
context (worship service) as part of the Mass at the church at the
Pieta.

On Sunday, May 17, the Chancel Choir will be accompanied by a
string ensemble along with trumpet, oboe, and keyboard. The
Gloria will be presented as one continuous work and

offered up as the sermon for this day — A Sermon in Song.

If your plastic is pliable and doesn’t crinkle when
crushed, you’ve got a winner, even if it’'s not marked with a
recycle logo. A complete list is available in the Great Room. It’s
great to have a market for these items that usually fly down the
street, get stuck in trees, or clog the waterways. We can make a
difference this Earth Day if we all pitch in. Best of all, a month of
collecting soft plastic for recycling might even create a new earth-
friendly habit for us as individuals. Here’s what to save: bread
bags, produce bags, newspaper sleeves, pallet wrap and stretch
film, salt and ice bags, grocery bags, cereal bags, case overwrap,
bubble wrap, wood pellet bags, plastic shipping envelopes, dry
cleaning bags, Ziploc and other resealable food storage bags.

Best Breakfast Casserole (Hash Browns & Eggs)

| Ingredients

. « 1(2 pound) package frozen
I hash brown potatoes, thawed
« 1 pound pork sausage
« 1 small onion, diced
« b5eggs
o Y2 cup milk
. ‘2teaspoon onion powder
. Vs teaspoon garlic powder
« salt and ground black
pepper to taste
« 12 ounces shredded
' Cheddar cheese

Directions

1. Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). Grease an 8-
inch square pan; add hash brown potatoes and arrange in an even
layer.

2. Place sausage and onion in a large skillet over medium heat. Cook
and stir until the sausage is browned and crumbled, about 10
minutes; drain.

3. Meanwhile, whisk eggs, milk, onion powder, garlic powder, salt, and
pepper together in a large bowl until well combined; pour over the
potatoes and sprinkle with 1/2 of the Cheddar cheese. Add sausage
mixture on top and sprinkle with remaining Cheddar. Cover with
aluminum foil.

4. Bake in the preheated oven for 1 hour. Remove foil; return
casserole to the oven and bake until a knife inserted into the
center comes out clean, about 10 minutes. Let stand for 5 minutes
before serving.

Easter Breakfast Casserole

Ingredients

2 Tbsp. salted butter, plus more for the baking dish

1 medium (9- to 12-0z.) baguette, sliced 1/2-inch thick,
about 40 to 50 slices

1/2 Ib. thinly sliced deli ham

2 cups shredded gruyere cheese or Swiss cheese, divided
8 large eggs

2 cups whole milk, divided

1 cup half-and-half

1/4 cup chopped fresh chives, plus more for sprinkling
2 Tbsp. dijon mustard

1 Tbsp. chopped fresh thyme, or 1 tsp. dried thyme

1/2 tsp. kosher salt

1/4 tsp. ground black pepper

2 Tbsp. all-purpose flour

Pinch of nutmeg



Directions
1.

1Butter a 13-by-9-inch casserole dish. Place half of the
baguette slices in a single layer at the bottom of the
dish. Shingle slices of ham in a single layer on top of
the bread, overlapping as necessary. Sprinkle the ham
with 1 1/2 cups of shredded cheese.

. 2In a large bowl, whisk together the eggs, 1/2 cup of

milk, half-and-half, chives, dijon mustard, thyme, salt,
and 1/4 teaspoon pepper. Pour the mixture evenly over
the bread, ham, and cheese in the casserole dish. Top
with the remaining bread in a single layer, pressing
gently into the egg mixture.

. 3In a medium saucepan, melt the butter over medium

heat until foamy. Whisk in the flour and nutmeg until
well combined. Cook, whisking constantly, until the
flour smells slightly nutty, 1 to 2 minutes. Whisking
constantly, slowly stream in the remaining 1 1/2 cups
of milk, whisking until no lumps remain. Continue
whisking over medium heat until the sauce thickens
and you can run a finger through it on the back of a
spoon and the line holds, 4 to 5 minutes.

. 4To bake immediately: Preheat the oven to 350°F.

Spread the white sauce over the surface of the
casserole. Sprinkle with the remaining 1/2 cup of
cheese. Bake until the top is golden and the egg
mixture is set in the center, 35 to 40 minutes.

. 5Turn the oven to broil and broil the casserole for 1 to

2 minutes until golden brown. Let rest for 10 minutes,
then top with more chives and serve.

. 6To make ahead: Spoon the white sauce into a

medium bowl or glass measuring cup. Place a piece of
plastic wrap over the white sauce, pressing into the
surface and refrigerate for up to 3 days. Cover and
refrigerate the casserole overnight, or up to 24 hours.

. 7Preheat the oven to 350°F. Remove the casserole dish

from the refrigerator and let it sit at room temperature
for 30 minutes. Spread the white sauce over the
surface of the casserole. Sprinkle with the remaining
1/2 cup of cheese. Bake until the top is golden and the
egg mixture is set in the center, 40 to 45 minutes.

. 8Turn the oven to broil and broil the casserole for 1 to

2 minutes until golden brown. Let rest for 10 minutes,
then top with more chives and serve.
