In the midst of this joyous Easter season, as the flowers and 

trees are bursting with color and new life, it is a lot easier to be 

filled with hope and gratitude than it is in the dreary months of 

winter. 

 

I apologize to those with allergies who are probably thankful 

when the initial burst of buds blooming and pollen flying is 

over. But I believe that even people with allergies still enjoy 

the colors and change in weather. This year the weather has 

been a bit of a yo-yo.  

 

One morning, I found a sheet of thin ice on the top of the tent 

that we had set up last week for the stretch of 90-degree days that had just 

happened!) Even in the middle of this joyous season, this served as a 

reminder that the chill is never far from us.  

 

Yet, because of the Easter Sun (Son) of the Resurrection, the ice will melt, 

and we can trust in the victory of Christ over everything that holds us captive 

and in fear.  

 

One of the most powerful signs of hope recently came from outer space, 

literally. I was inspired and moved by the Artemis 2 mission around the moon.  

As a family, we watched the splashdown when the crew returned and I am so 

grateful to have witnessed it.  

 

The news conference of the astronauts was also very inspiring. One of the 

mission specialists on the flight, Kristina Koch, had the four members of the 

crew link arms and then she addressed the audience by saying: “When you 

look up here, you’re not looking at us. We are a mirror reflecting you. And if 

you like what you see, then just look a little deeper.”  

 

I really love this image and the meaning behind it. What they did was possible 

because so many people supported them and believed in the importance of 

of space exploration and eventually establishing a base on the moon. The 

astronauts and support staff showed us a vision of what is possible when we 

work together. The sky is no longer the limit. 

 



I find Koch’s analogy also a good one for the Christian community. If we are a 

mirror for other people who look at us, are we a reflection for them that they 

like seeing? Are they inspired to look deeper and find Jesus in the process? 

 

Thanks to Jesus we don’t have to be perfect; we just have to trust that God’s 

dream can be reflected through us and that others will be inspired by the 

hope that is in us. 

 

At a recent funeral, at St. Paul’s the family of the deceased decided to have 

the attendees of the service take a flowering plant home with them to be 

replanted. The perennial blooms can serve as a living reminder that the 

memory of their loved one would never fade but always stay with us. It also 

served as a visible reminder of the eternal life that is ours through the 

resurrection of Christ. 

 

 In a few weeks we will celebrate the confirmation of two of our younger 

members who have participated in our confirmation program. It is always 

such a joy to witness the affirmation of faith that was planted when they were 

infants during baptism. 

 

During the Easter season we have many scripture readings about the growth 

of the young church. There are sermons that are preached by the apostles 

and many people became followers of Jesus as a result of that. But there is 

also a very strong emphasis on the early Christian community and how they 

shared and cared for one another which was a draw for many.  

 

In this day and age where information is so readily available, one would think 

that the church should grow by leaps and bounds. How can one ignore the 

compelling story of Jesus who died and rose again and blesses us with 

eternal life? 

 

Yet, one of our confirmands recently said “When I talk to my friends, they 

don’t understand why I go to church and why I believe in God.” 

 

That made me think of my own youth in communist East Germany. I grew up 

in a time when religious activity was frowned upon and definitely not openly 

supported. While the church was not totally suppressed as it was in the 

Soviet Union, it definitely only existed on the margins. But what compelled me 

to join a church youth group then was the kind of community I experienced 



there. And what kept me there, beyond the interaction with other young 

people, were the honest questions that always tried to dig deeper and 

beyond the surface.  

 

While we were encouraged at school to ask the question of who we were and 

what we wanted to be, it always seemed like there were right and wrong 

answers that one simply had to know. Whereas the questions in the church 

community were more open-ended and encouraged us to find our place in 

serving God. And that service was as varied as there were people. The 

motivation was simply a response to God’s love, not to official doctrine as was 

the case in our regular everyday life in a communist country.  

 

I wondered if the confirmation student would tell their friends that they go to 

church because it reminds them that they are part of a much bigger family 

than their own. This could help their friends understand. Furthermore, what 

would happen if they said that believing in God gives them reassurance that 

they are not alone and that they matter and that they are loved? 

 

I believe that all of us have been given the power and authority to find 

answers that reflect who we are. When we have an opportunity to talk to 

someone about it and potentially invite them to experience the same kind of 

fulfillment and purpose that we have been blessed with, there is a definite 

chance that the church will continue to grow. Maybe not by leaps and bounds 

as in the early days but hopefully sufficiently so that more people can find 

answers of their own in a community of believers. 

 

I hope I have planted some ideas for reflection for you. Let me know what 

else you might add. But in 

any case, be prepared to 

share with someone why 

you go to church and why 

you believe.

Greetings! Grace to you and peace from God our Father 

and the Lord Jesus Christ. 

 

Some of the most perplexing questions of this Easter 

Season are the questions that surface on the fortieth day 

after Easter – Ascension Day.  It is a principal feast day of 

the Church yet receives very little scriptural attention in 

the Gospels. In fact, the Ascension of Jesus into Heaven 

is only described directly in two places in the entire Bible: 

Luke 24:50–51 and Acts 1:9–11.  

 

It has always seemed a bit strange to 

me that such an important event is 

only described in detail twice and 

even more strange when we consider 

that biblical scholars generally agree 

that both the Gospel of Luke and the 

Acts of the Apostles were written by 

the same person (with divine 

inspiration, of course!). 

 

While it is mentioned either directly or 

indirectly in many places in the Bible 

(see a complete list below), all the 

descriptions leave a great deal to the 

imagination. Such sparse details have 

allowed, over the centuries, many 

artists to take up the task of creating 

visual 

images of 

the event.  

 

Although Rembrandt’s painting of the Ascension 

may be most the most famous depiction in the 

West (with that of Andrei Rublev’s tempera 

painting in the East – setting aside the stunning 

dome in Belgrade’s St. Sava Church), the image I 



find most striking is the Ascension of Christ as painted by the surrealist artist 

Salvador Dali. 

 

To put ourselves in the place of the disciples staring upwards at the 

ascending Lord as Heaven opens does not require us to be an art expert 

when looking at this painting. Placing aside the theologically suspect decision 

by Dali to omit the wounds on the risen Christ’s body, observers are drawn in 

by the unique perspective of watching Jesus complete his Earthly ministry 

and travel toward his place at the right hand of the Father.  

 



To my mind, it is Dali’s perspective that most boldly elicits our questions – 

probably some of the same questions that the disciples were asking at the 

time. Why did Jesus have to leave us? Wouldn’t it have been better for Him to 

remain with us? Wouldn’t it have been easier to learn from Jesus directly 

instead of through the Holy Spirit? Where did he go exactly? 

 

Rather than dwell on questions that have occupied the thoughts of great 

theologians through the centuries, I prefer to consider a single theological 

implication of this event. I will tread lightly here and focus on understanding 

shared by the Anglo-Catholic and Lutheran churches, rather than differences. 

 

To put it simply: The Ascension makes possible Christ’s presence in the 

Eucharist (see the Rev. Zachary Guiliano’s June 7, 2014 article “What the 

Ascension is (and isn’t)” in The Living Church: 

https;//livingchurch.org/covenant/what-the-ascension-is-and-isnt). In this 

event, we are provided with the connection between Christ’s sacrifice on the 

cross – through the Sacrament of the Altar – and Heaven above. 

 

In the days between Ascension and Pentecost, I invite you to include the 

collect for the 

Ascension in your daily prayers as a means of seeking a closer relationship 

with our risen and ascended Lord. 

  

Almighty God, your only Son was taken into the heavens and in your 

presence intercedes for us. Receive us and our prayers for all the world, and 

in the end bring everything into your glory, through Jesus Christ, our 

Sovereign and Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one 

God, now and forever. Amen.

    On Sunday morning, May 17, the Chancel Choir of St. Paul’s will present 

Antonio Vivaldi’s Gloria as a musical offering for both the 8:00 AM and 10:30 

AM worship services. This is a beautiful, multi-movement work that celebrates 

the different elements of the liturgical order of worship (the Mass). 

    Antonio Lucio Vivaldi was born in Venice on March 4, 1678, and died in 

Vienna on July 28, 1741. He was the son of one of the leading violinists at St. 

Mark’s Cathedral in Venice. From an early age he was educated for music 

and the priesthood.  

    In 1703, he was appointed to be music director at the Ospedale della Pietà, 

a conservatory for orphaned and homeless girls. That same year, Vivaldi was 

also ordained a priest but, due to ill health, was excused from active service a 

year later.  

    The exact date of when Vivaldi’s Gloria was composed is unknown, but it 

was certainly completed during his second period of working at the 

orphanage between 1713 and 1719, with  all the solo parts being written for 

sopranos and contraltos. It would have originally been performed in a 

liturgical context (worship service) as part of the Mass at the church at the 

Pietà. 

    On Sunday, May 17, the Chancel Choir will be accompanied by a string 

ensemble along with trumpet, oboe, and keyboard. The Gloria will be 

presented as one continuous work and offered up as the sermon for this day 

– A Sermon in Song. 

    Please invite family and friends to join us to enjoy this final musical offering 

of the 2025-26 choir season at St. Paul’s.

Polish Potato 
Dumplings 
(Kopytka)

Ingredients 

• 3 large russet Potatoes 

• 1 large Egg 

• 1 1/2 cup All-purpose flour 

• Salt (to taste) 

• 2 tablespoons Salted butter 
 

Instructions 

1. Prepare the potatoes: If starting with whole potatoes, peel them, boil 
until tender, and then mash. Allow the mashed potatoes to cool 
completely before using. If using leftover mashed potatoes, ensure 
they are unsalted and not too buttery. 

2. Make the dough: In a large mixing bowl, combine the cooled 
mashed potatoes with the egg and a pinch of salt. Gradually add 
flour, starting with one cup, and mix until the dough begins to form. 
Add more flour as needed until the dough is soft but not sticky. 

3. Form the dumplings: Turn the dough out onto a floured surface. 
Divide it into sections and roll each into a long, thin rope about 3/4 
inch in diameter. Cut the ropes into 1-inch pieces. 

4. Cook the dumplings: Bring a large pot of salted water to a boil. Drop 
the kopytka pieces into the boiling water and cook them until they 
float to the surface, about 2-3 minutes. 

5. Fry the kopytka: This step is optional, but you can fry the gnocchi in 
2 tbsp of salted butter, until crispy. 

6. Serve: Remove the kopytka with a slotted spoon and drain well. 
Serve immediately with your choice of topping, such as melted butter, 
a sprinkle of salt, or a hearty meat sauce.
